Ryan Scrivens (16) played the supporting role well and they put on 49 for the first wicket.  Jones’ innings was ended when a ball going for another six was superbly caught by Tom Lynbeck off the bowling of Tom Protheroe. Scrivens was also out to a fine reaction catch by Krishnan Hariharan off Jack Waters.  With both openers out, wickets fell regularly as the batters chased the runs and some good Newport fielding resulted in four run-outs.  Chepstow finished on 105 for 7 with Matteo Goddard unbeaten on 15.
The Newport innings was played in increasingly heavy rain but Chepstow stuck to their task well.  Lewys Jones completed a fine individual match performance taking 3 wickets for 10 runs with Dylan Sillence, Matteo Goddard and Jake Bryant also taking wickets.  They were well supported in the field with catches by Bartlett and Sillence and two dismissals by Scrivens behind the stumps. However, the innings was dominated by Sam Hope-Bell who compiled a terrific 51 before being compulsorily retired.  This caused a few flutters in the Newport camp and they still needed three runs at the start of the last over. However, Jess Thornton and Cameron Pardington held their nerve and Newport won the game with one ball left to become the Shield Winners for the fifth consecutive year.

Although the fine all-round performance by Lewys Jones made it a tough decision, the Macey Sports Player of the Match Award went to Sam Hope-Bell for his match-winning innings.
